The nine varieties of fruit do not suddenly appear
just because someone has believed in Jesus, has prayed for
God'’s Spirit, and has then sat back and waited for ‘fruit’ to
arrive. Oh, there may well be strong and sudden initial signs
that fruit is on the way... [But] these are the blossoms; to get
the fruit you have to learn to be a gardener.”
